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What Shall Be Known By Parties Submitted Party Lists For Election Of Deputies Of The Mazhilis Of The Parliament On The Territory Of One National Electoral District 
In compliance with items 2 and 3 of Article 33, item 4 of Article 51 of the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Elections In The Republic Of Kazakhstan” (hereinafter referred to as the “Law On Elections”) a person with the citizenship of the Republic of Kazakhstan and permanent residence on its territory for the last ten years, aged twenty five years old, can be a deputy of the Mazhilis of the Parliament.  

Citizens acknowledged as incapable by a court as well as kept in institutions of confinement based on a decision of a court can not take part in elections. 

A person with previous convictions not jet cancelled or withdrawn in the statutory order (Article 4 of the Law on elections) can not be a candidate in deputies of the Mazhilis of the Parliament.  
Inclusion Of Persons Into A Party List For Election Based On One United National Electoral District 
Political parties registered according to the established order have a right for proposal of deputies in deputies of the Mazhilis elected based on party lists.
Inclusion of persons for election in deputies of the Mazhilis on the territory of one united electoral district into a party list is made by majority votes of the total number of members of a higher body of a political party. Political parties have no right to include into party lists persons who are not the members of this political party.
A decision of a higher body of a political party together with an application of a citizen on consent of his/her inclusion into a party list shall be sent to the Central Election Commission (hereinafter referred to as “Central Election Commission”).

Political parties develop party lists in the alphabetic order of the state language. A party list shall be sent to the Central Election Commission by a representative of a political party at the same time with an extract from a protocol of a higher body of a political party regarding submission of a party list. Authority of a representative shall be supported by the corresponding documents.
Nomination of candidates in deputies of the Mazhilis elected based on party lists shall be started on 22 June and closed on 11 July 2007.

Authorized Representatives Of A Political Party 

Submitted A Party List
Political parties submitted party lists have a right to have authorized representatives who will assist them in carrying out election campaign, pre-election propaganda, represent interests of political parties. 
Political parties submitted party lists select authorized persons at their own discretion in number not exceeding three persons for each election center and inform a corresponding territorial election committee about them for registration.  

Persons proposed by a political party as authorized representatives shall submit to a corresponding election committee an application on his/her consent to be an authorized person. 
An election committee issues a corresponding certificate for authorized persons upon their registration. 
An authorized person shall be a citizen of the Republic of Kazakhstan, can not be a member of any election committee, a person taking up a post of a political civil servant. 
Authorized persons with rights bear responsibilities of observers of political parties, other public unions, non-commercial organizations of the Republic of Kazakhstan and act within their authorities given to them in writing by a political party submitted a party list. 
Authorized persons lose their status upon termination of an election campaign, based on their own free will, decision of a candidate and political party submitted a party list as well as in cases of cancellation of registration of a candidate, party list, violation of the Law on elections. 
Registration Of A Party List
Registration of party lists submitted by political parties is made by the Central Election Commission. 
A candidate and his wife/her husband before registration shall submit to tax bodies at their place of residence declarations on income and property on the 1st day of the month of the beginning of the period for nomination established in compliance with the Law on elections, according to the procedure and form established by an authorized state body of the Republic of Kazakhstan ensuring the tax control over fulfillment of tax obligations before the state. 
Reliability of the data on income and property declared by a candidate nominated by a political party and by his wife/her husband shall be checked by bodies of the tax service during fifteen days from the day of registration of a party list. 
At that organizations received requests from the bodies of tax service on submission of data on income and property of a candidate nominated by a political party and of his wife/her husband shall submit the requested information during four days from the day of a request received.  
Registration of party lists shall be made if there are the following documents:

1) an extract from a protocol of a higher body of a political party on submission of a party list with attachment of a copy of a document on registration of a political party in the Ministry of Justice of the Republic;

2) an application of a citizen on his/her consent to be included into a party list;

3) a biographic data on each person included into a party list;

4) a reference of a tax body on submission by a candidate and his wife/her husband of a declaration on income and property;

5) a document certifying an election fee payment by a political party;

6) a document certifying a membership of a person included into a party list in a political party submitted this list.

Only one list from one political party with a number of persons not exceeding a fixed number of deputy mandates distributed among political parties by thirty percent is accepted for registration. 
The Central Election Commission not later than on the tenth day after registration of party lists shall publish in mass media an information on registration with specification of a name of a political party and a number of persons included into a party list as well as a surname, given name, patronymic, year of birth, position taken up (job), place of employment and residence of each person included into a party list.  

When registering a party list candidates are given the corresponding certificates. 
The Central Election Commission rejects to make a registration or cancels a decision on registration of a party list in case of:

Violation by a political party of rules on submission of a party list, submission of necessary documents for registration;

Carrying out of a pre-election propaganda before registration by a political party submitted a party list, candidates nominated by it, its authorized persons;

Exclusion of persons from a party list in number exceeding more than fifty percent from a party list;

Establishment of a fact by a court on distribution by a political party submitted a party list or its authorized persons of an information  defaming an honor and dignity of a candidate, other political party submitted a party list or a person included into a party list disrupting his/her business reputation;

Establishment by a court of facts on subornation of voters by a political party submitted a party list or its authorized persons;
in other cases established by the Law on elections.

Cancellation of a decision on registration of a party list or recovery of a party list previously withdrawn from registration two days before a date of voting is not permitted. 
Decision on exclusion of a person included into a party list from this list is taken by the Central Election Commission in case of:

Non-compliance of a person included into a party list to requirements established to a candidate by the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan and Law on elections;

Abuse by a person included into a party list of an official and service capacity in his/her pre-election campaign;

Carrying out of pre-election campaign before registration of a party list by a person included into a party list;

Establishment of a fact by a court on distribution by a person included into a party list or its authorized persons of a false information  defaming an honor and dignity of a candidate, other political party submitted a party list or other person included into a party list disrupting their business reputation;

Discovery of non-reliability of data on income and property declared by a person included into a party list and his wife/her husband in compliance with the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan on corruption fighting;
Establishment by a court of facts on subornation of voters by a person included into a party list or his/her authorized persons;

In other cases established by the Law on elections.

Decision on exclusion of a person included into a party list from this list can be appealed by a political party submitted a party list or a person excluded from a party list in a corresponding court a decision of which is final.  

A decision making on exclusion of a person included into a party list two days before voting is not permitted. 
Rejection in registration or cancellation of a decision on registration of a party list during the period of seven days can be appealed in the Central Election Commission and (or) a court. At that, the Central Election Commission or a court shall make a decision with regard to this complaint during the period of seven days from the day of the complaint made.

Registration of party lists starts on 22 June and terminates on 17 July 2007.

Election Fee
Political parties submitted party lists remit an election fee from funds of political parties to an account of the Central Election Commission which is fifteen times over a minimum salary established by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan for each person included into a party list. 

An election fee is not paid by political parties received during previous elections of deputies of the Mazhilis of the Parliamnet seven or more percent of votes of voters out of number of voters taken part in voting. 
A political party received during previous elections of deputies of the Mazhilis of the Parliament from five to seven percent of votes of voters out of number of voters taken part in voting shall pay an election fee at the rate of fifty percent of an election fee amount established by the Law on elections. 
A political party received at previous elections of deputies of the Mazhilis of the Parliament from three to five percent of votes of voters out of number of voters taken part in voting shall pay an election fee at the rate of seventy percent of an election fee amount established by the Law on elections.

A paid fee is returned to a political party in cases if based on results of elections a political party received not less than seven percent of votes of voters taken part in voting as well as in case of death of a single candidate included into a party list. In other cases a paid fee is not subject to return and considered as an income of the republican budget.

Election Campaign

Election campaign is an activity aimed at encouraging voters to participate in voting for one or another candidate.

Foreigners, stateless persons, foreign legal entities and international organizations are prohibited to carry out activities preventing and (or) encouraging nomination and election of candidates, achievement of a certain result at elections.

Election campaign starts from the date of completion of candidates registration and comes to an end at 00.00, local time, one day prior to election date. 

Election campaign shall be performed:

1) though mass media;

2) by holding public election activities (election meetings with voters, public election debates and discussions, rallies, demonstrations and other election activities as per the procedure established under the legislation and not prohibited by the Constitutional Law On Elections in the Republic of Kazakhstan), 

as well as personal meetings of candidates and their authorized persons with voters;

3) by issue and (or) distribution of print media, audio and video and other campaign materials.

It is prohibited to perform campaigning, distribute any election campaign materials to the following entities:

1) state bodies, local governments as well as their officials at discharge of their functions;

2) military servants of Armed forces, other forces and military units, national security staff, law enforcement bodies and judges;

3) members of election commissions;

4) religious unions.

Candidates, who are included in party list, serving as public officers of state bodies are not allowed to use advantages of their official capacity and position.

The following is regarded as exploiting advantages of official capacity and position:

1) attraction of persons subordinate or otherwise depending in respect of their service to implementation of election campaign except for cases when stated persons implement a campaign as authorized persons of a candidate;

2) use of facilities employed by state bodies for implementation of activities supporting candidate’s election if other candidates are not guaranteed use of the aforementioned premises on the same conditions.

Observance of established limits shall not hamper execution of official duties by officials. 
Journalists, executive officers of mass media editors office registered by candidates or their authorized persons are not entitled to give coverage to elections via mass media.
Improper election campaign is deemed to be a campaign accompanied with  free or favorable terms provision of goods, services, securities, running  lotteries, charity, making payments or promises to do so in relation to voters except for free distribution of print media, including illustrative materials and pins, flags specifically produced for an election campaign.
It is prohibited to hold improper election campaign. 

Candidates, persons on their behalf or in their support, any legal entities or individuals are not allowed to hold charity activities except for entertainment and sports from the date of calling an election.
Violation by a candidate included into a list of a political party, by a political party submitted a party list as well as by its authorized person of these rules entails cancellation of a decision on registration of a party list.
Political parties submitted party lists are guaranteed equal conditions for access to mass media for carrying out a pre-election propaganda.  
Political parties submitted party lists have a right to take part in political debates at TV arranged by the Central Election Commission within time established by it.  
Mass media on a contractual basis provides an airtime, space for printing to registered political parties submitted party lists. Terms and conditions on provision to political parties submitted party lists of airtime, space for printing in mass media shall not create advantages for this or that political party. 
Consent on provision of airtime, space for printing given by mass media to one of political parties is consent on provision of airtime, space for printing to other political parties submitted party lists.
Queue of address of political parties submitted party lists in mass media is established in order of receiving of written applications or through drawing lots if applications are received at the same time.
It is banned to interrupt and give comments in respect of addresses of candidates included into lists of political parties, authorized persons of political parties submitted party lists at TV and radio right after address as well as in printings in the same number of edition. 
On election committees’ request, local state bodies and local governmental  authorities provide candidates and political parties with rooms for meetings with voters on a contractual basis. Election committees make a schedule of meetings of candidates included into the Party list of a political party that proposed the Party list, authorized persons of political parties and authorized persons of candidates for deputies of the Maslikhat with voters in allotted rooms and is published in mass media. Conditions of room providing must be common for all candidates and political parties.
Local executive bodies together with relevant election commission define places for posting campaign print materials for all candidates and equip them with stands, panels and display cabinets. Propaganda printing materials are published on terms and conditions ensuring equal rights for all political parties.
Post campaign print materials shall be entitled in other places should there be an approval of the owner of a relevant facility.
It shall be prohibited to post campaign materials on monuments, obelisks, buildings and structures of historical, cultural or architectural value as well as voting premises.
A political party submitted a party list speaks in public about a pre-election program of its future activity. A pre-election program shall not proclaim ideas of forcible change of a constitutional regime, breach of integrity of the Republic, undermining of safety of the state, fomentation of social, racial, national, religious, class and clan discords, cult of cruelty and violence as well as establishment of militarized formations not considered by the legislation. 
In the event if the aforementioned requirements shall be violated, Central Election Commission shall be entitled to disallow registration to a candidate, in the event if a candidate provides such election program after registration – to cancel the decision on party list registration.(Articles 27, 28 of the Law on elections).
Non-Government Financing of Political Parties 

Submitted Party Lists
A pre-election propaganda of political parties submitted party lists can be financed by funds from Election Funds established in compliance with the procedure regulated by the Law. 

Election Funds are subject to state registration in compliance with the procedure established by the Ministry of Justice.  

Candidates being put to the vote based on party lists submitted by political parties have no right to establish own Election Funds.  

An Election Fund of a political party is formed of: 

1) own funds of a political party the total amount of which shall not exceed an amount of a minimum salary established by the law by more than five thousand times; 

2) voluntary donations of citizens and organizations of the Republic the total amount of which shall not exceed an amount of a minimum salary established by the law by more than ten thousand times. 

Election Funds can receive funds obtained legally only.  

The total amount of funds remitted to an Election Fund from the moment of its establishment shall not exceed the fixed limits.
Monetary funds received exceeding the fixed amount are not subject to acceptance and shall be returned to citizens and organizations made them. At that, expenses related to return of specified funds are compensated at the expense of citizens and organizations made them. Anonymous donations become income of the republican budget. 

Monetary funds forming an election fund shall be transferred to a special temporary account opened in banking institutions by the Central Election Commission following a registration of party list.Revenues on the aforementioned account shall not be accrued nor paid. 

A right for use of funds of an Election Fund for goals specified by the Law on elections belongs exclusively to political parties submitted party lists. An order for spending the funds of Election Funds and a corresponding bank are determined by the Central Election Commission. 

In case of cancellation of a decision on registration of a party list funds remitted to an Election Fund are subject to urgent return to citizens and organizations made them. At that, expenses related to return of specified funds are compensated at the expense of citizens and organizations made them. 

All financial operations including  payments to individuals and legal entities, mandatory deductions, taxes and other payments to the budget on special temporary accounts shall terminate at 18. 00 one day prior to election date. 

Not later that five days following definition of outcomes of election, a political party shall be obliged to submit a report on use of funds of his/her election fund to the Central Election Commission. Two thirds of funds of an election fund that were not spend for the purposes of election campaign shall be transferred to the republican budget, one third shall be returned to candidate, political party. 

Violation by a political party submitted a party list of financing rules as well as the order of spending the funds of the Election Funds established by the Central Election Commission entails cancellation of a decision on registration of a party list, and after carrying out elections before registration of candidates included into a party list as a deputy of the Parliament – declaration of elections as invalid. 

Guarantees of Activities of Candidates during Election Campaign
Candidates, who are included in political parties lists, shall be entitled to be exempt from work, military service and reserve duty training exercise from the day of their registration till publication of election results. When candidates, who are included in political parties lists,  participate in elections only their work record for speciality he/she worked till registration day is taken into account. 

Candidates , who are included in political parties lists, cannot be fired, transferred to a different job or position without their consent as well as send for a business trip or called for reserve duty training exercise from the day of their registration till publication of election results.  

Candidates included into lists of political parties from the day of registration of the corresponding party list and up to publication of election results as well as before registration of party lists without approval of the Central Election Commission can not be arrested, be subject to bringing to court, measures of administrative reprimand imposed in a judicial order, called to criminal proceedings as well as detained except for cases of detention directly at the spot of crime and commitment of grave crime.   

Responsibility for Violation of the Legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan on Elections 

A person shall bear criminal, administrative and other responsibility for violation of the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan on Elections 1.
